	HT 1
	Skill Builder- In this unit students will focus on developing their drama skills and how to develop work from stimuli, Students will be able to structure work using the three act structure and use their facial, vocal and physical skill to portray a character of their choice, they will be able to use different drama techniques to enhance their performances and add further skill to their work
Students will learn to interpret physical movement in performance and not to be reliant on text. The students will be able to use skills working with stimuli and developing ideas into other performances they do- eventually GCSE. They will be able to use elements of different genres and conventions in future performances. They will be able to understand character which will help to develop other characters in future performances. This unit will also help to have a good structure for the rest of the drama course as it will help with the teamwork with the rest of the class.
The Students will also develop directorial roles within their groups, they will develop their feedback and critical thinking skills to help improve both their own, and other groups’ performances. (7.1)

	HT 2
	Scripted- DNA- In this unit students will focus on developing their knowledge of script. They will look at the characters and the storyline of a script and be able to create a believable character. Students will be able to have an understanding of genre and style and be able to learn lines- this will prepare the students for the scripted element of the GCSE course. (7.4)
In future units, students will learn how to develop their understanding and use of script and how to play believable character, also this will link directly to option 2- Acting on the AQA course for GCSE drama (7.2)
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 3
	Brechtian- Students to start to look at work of practitioners in drama. Brecht being a major non-naturalistic influence in performance. They will look at key Brechtian concepts and be able to devise a performance including these concepts to create their own Brechtian performance. They will have an opportunity to continue to work on their vocal and physical skills and to add in different conventions to further enhance their Brechtian performances 
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 4
	Documentary Theatre- Disasters- Students to look at devising an episodic performance linked with the theme of disasters. They will look at Man Made, Natural and personal disasters and asked to include different drama conventions they have learnt across the year to make up these scenes. They will be able to create 3 scenes and multi roll between the scenes to create a different performance around disasters. The focus will be on the storyline but also on the students vocal and physical skill. The focus is also on how they will structure their piece of work to have the greatest impact on the audience
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 5 and HT6
	Stimuli- Racism- To be able to work with a stimuli linking to a theme. The stimuli will be a poem/resource which links to Racism/sexism and homophobia. They will need to look at how to develop a performance from a stimuli using all the conventions and skills already identified in previous schemes including but not limited to still image, slow motion, thought tracking, cross cutting, Ensemble work. They will focus more on the idea and getting a message across to the audience linking into future Brechtian schemes of work. Students will be assessed on how they create a performance from stimuli how they bring this performance to the stage and how they evaluate the performance to reflect on positives and areas for improvement (7.1) (8.1)
