	7.1 Why is Melton unique?

	7.2 If the Tropical Rainforests are so important, why are we destroying them?

This unit introduces students to environmental geography. It explores 3 different ecosystem, Hot Deserts, Cold Deserts and Tropical Rainforests (NC). Students look at each ecosystem and learn about why they are found in the parts of the world in which they are found. (NC) It introduces students to the concept of global Biomes how they are directly linked to bands of High and Low air pressure around the world (NC+).

	7.3 Do people migrate by choice?

Students will learn about populations around the world. How the world’s population is changing (NC) and what it might look like in the future as well as They will learn how populations change through time due to changing birth/death rates and migration. (7.1) They will learn about the different reasons that people migrate (+).

	HT 4 and 5
	7.4 Can Melton be more sustainable?

During this unit, students are learning about urban areas and urbanisation (NC). They will look at the different ways settlements develop and some of the theories behind this (+). They are introduced to the Egan Wheel and Sustainability (NC) and what that might mean for cities of the future. (+). They will then apply this to Melton (7.1, 7.3 +) and evaluate how sustainable the town is.
