	8.1 Why are unique landscapes so popular?

Students will learn the physical processes that shape our landscape, (NC) studying Glacial, River and Coastal environments, (7.1, 7.2). They will learn the processes of Erosion, Transportation and Deposition and how these create amazing landscapes (+).

	8.2 Why does the UK import goods from other countries?

This is a preliminary unit to prepare students for unit 8.3. Students will learn about different economic sectors (NC), and how these effect the types of jobs people do. Trade between countries is studied, including the idea of trade blocs (+) and fairtrade (+). Students will also learn about the changing nature of jobs as well as the impact of Covid on jobs in the UK (+, 7.1, 7.5).

	8.3 Is Globalisation good for the world?

Building on unit 8.2 students will learn about globalisation (+, 7.5). They will learn about the factors that have led to globalisation and how this along with MNCs have impacted on countries at different levels of development (7.5). Students will assess the effects of globalisation on cultures around the world, food (7.1), trade and goods in shops (8.2), the way we communicate and sport (+). They will then evaluate if they think globalisation is good or bad.

	HT 4 and 5
	8.4 Why is the weather so hard to predict?

Students will learn about global patterns of weather and what the difference between weather and climate is. Then focus on the weather systems that affect the UK (NC). They will learn about high- and low-pressure events and how they affect the UK (7.2). Students will learn how we measure the weather and how this leads to forecasting (+).

	HT 5 and 6
	8.5 Why are there no major earthquakes in the UK?

During this unit of work students will learn about plate tectonics. They will learn about why tectonic activity happens, and were earthquakes and volcanoes occur, (NC). They will focus on earthquakes and look at how earthquakes affect places differently, linked to their development (7.5, 8.1, 8.3). They will investigate how places can be protected from earthquakes (+).
