	9.1 Is our understanding of the world wrong?

Students are learning about the development level of countries around the word and how they have changed over time, (7.5, 8.2, 8.3, NC). They look at different ways in which the world can be classified and will use the Gapminder website to investigate what life in different countries is like (7.3, 7.4, 8.3, 8.5, +). They investigate the causes for the development gap and solutions for closing the gap, (+).

	9.2 Have we entered the Anthropocene? 

During this unit students learn about climate change, investigating the natural and human causes of climate change throughout the Quaternary period (7.2, 8.4, NC). Students will learn how climate change will affect countries at different levels of development (7.5, 8.3, 9.1, +). They will learn about different solutions to the problem (+). The big question asks if the effect of climate change is so big that we have entered a new geological era (+).

	HT 3 and 4
	9.3 Can the impact of Natural disasters be avoided?

This unit takes a holistic look at the impact of natural disasters. Students will learn about river flooding (8.1), Tropical Storms (8.4) and Volcanic eruptions (8.5), thinking about why they happen, what effects they can cause and why these effects vary (7.5, 8.1, 8.3, 8.4, 9.1). The big question asks students to consider if the biggest effects of natural disasters are natural or caused by the choices that humans make (+).

	9.4 What is the best way to represent Africa?

This unit brings together many of the topics studied throughout KS3. Students will apply their understanding of big concepts such as development (7.5, 8.2, 8.3, 9.1) and ecosystems (7.2, 8.4). The focus is on Africa (NC) with each lesson looking at misconceptions that exist about the continent, (+).
