	What were the causes and consequences of World War I?

This course requires students to analyse the causal factors of World War I. (NC) Students will also evaluate a range of people’s contributions to World War one, including British soldiers, soldiers of the empire and woman. (+) They will focus on who is significant in warfare.

	Did the pursuit of peace cause war?

During this unit students will learn about how modern societies recovered, developed and potentially flourished in a post war world era. Students will analyse the development of new political theories, such as communism, and gain a greater understanding of the emergence of global superpowers and the race for dominance in the 1920s. (NC)

	HT 3
	Why did Britain go to war? (NC)

This course teaches students to develop the historical skill of significance by analysing a series of events from WW2 and developing concepts such as ‘turning points’ in history. The course requires students to assess a range of sources and investigate the contribution of soldiers from the commonwealth, as well as the role America and Russia played in WW2.

	Who was responsible for the Holocaust?  (NC)

During this course students will develop key skills such as historical empathy, source skills and cause and consequence. The course has been designed in accordance with the Holocaust Memorial Foundation and follows a victim-led methodology. Students evaluate the history of anti-semitism from the medieval period to the 20th century to better understand how events in WW2 could come to pass.
