	Find Your Voice (NCP, NCU, NCS) – Introduction unit encouraging students to use their voices in different ways to create music including Kazoo performances, beatboxing and singing in rounds.   (6)

	Minimalism Composition (NCP, NCC, NCI, NCL, NCU) – An opportunity for students to build composition skills using limited melodic motifs from the pentatonic scale and developing them using a variety of techniques whilst building layers and working on ensemble timing 
	The final piece is built up week by week with formative assessment and feedback being given on a lesson by lesson basis. 
Summative assessment of the final composition at the end of the project.  Students to perform their final pieces. 

	HT 3
	Musescore I (NCC, NCS) – This unit gives students an introduction to standard notation of rhythms and pitch in the treble clef within composition software.  Whilst learning how to use the computers, students will compose using triadic and inverted chords, develop broken chords and develop melodies within a given structure.  
	The final piece is built up week by week with formative assessment and feedback being given on a lesson by lesson basis. 
Summative assessment of the final composition at the end of the project based on their musescore piece

	HT 4
	Keyboard Performance (NCP, NCS) Developing the basic skills on the keyboard  students learn to play a piece with 2 hands on the keyboard.  Focusing on a good technique and coordination, students work as pairs and then independently to produce a final performance piece. (7.2)
	Summative assessments based on final performances at the end of the unit. 

Students will perform on a regular basis for formative assessment and feedback.

	HT 5 & 6
	Percussion Performance (NCP, NCI, NCS, NCU) Students have the opportunity to focus on alternative percussion performances in this unit.  The unit begins with basic rhythmic notation and games to build students confidence in reading and writing using crotchets, quavers and rests.  Chair drumming then explores the drum kit by using classroom chairs and drumsticks.  Students learn a standard 4/4 drum beat using crotchets and quavers.  Using cups, students explore creative techniques to create a variety of rhythms and polyrhythms as a class and prepare a performance.  Students will also have the opportunity to use Boomwhackers to create whole group performances and explore accuracy in timing and coordination.  All three of these opportunities also rely on students using notation in various forms
