	Ukulele 2 (NCP, NCS) This unit gives students the opportunity to build on their performance skills using the ukulele.  The basic chords of C, F, Am and G7 are recapped and then added to in order to be able to perform more complex pieces using a wider variety of chords using 3 fingers and 2nd position on the fret board.  With emphasis on good finger technique, students will spend time following scores and understanding chord diagrams.
