	HT 1
	Skill Builder- In this unit students will focus on developing their drama skills and how to develop work from stimuli, Students will be able to structure work using the three act structure and use their facial, vocal and physical skill to portray a character of their choice, they will be able to use different drama techniques to enhance their performances and add further skill to their work
Students will learn to interpret physical movement in performance and not to be reliant on text. The students will be able to use skills working with stimuli and developing ideas into other performances they do- eventually GCSE. They will be able to use elements of different genres and conventions in future performances. They will be able to understand character which will help to develop other characters in future performances. This unit will also help to have a good structure for the rest of the drama course as it will help with the teamwork with the rest of the class.
The Students will also develop directorial roles within their groups, they will develop their feedback and critical thinking skills to help improve both their own, and other groups’ performances.
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 2
	Chicken- Scripted- In this unit students will focus on developing their use of text. Students will be looking at this mark wheeler play and see how are real life event is explored using text. The students will work in small groups and be able to learn the lines of a short part of the play. The students should be able to work together and explore the events of the play in order to create a rehearsed improvised scene around these events.
In future units, students will learn how to use text in performance. They will be helped with different ways to learn and remember lines. They will also be able to empathise with the characters in the play from a real life situation. They should be able to understand different genres and styles and the characters in different situations. The students will have a good basis for the page to stage element of the GCSE Drama course. Also this will help with speaking and listening assessments in English.

	HT 3
	What happened to Lou Lou- Looking at a devised component- The teacher will take you through the journey of what happened to Lou Lou? The main aim of this scheme is to look at more drama conventions and basic skills- this will allow students to look at Hotseating, Teacher in Role and ensemble work. This will help students to understand how to structure a devised performance using conventions learning previously and how to explore character more in line with Naturalism to connect with the audience more. (7.1)

	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 4
	Scripted- Stanislavski Duologues- Students to look at the wider concept of Naturalism and Stanislavski. He is the founding father of naturalism and will underpin all of the naturalism they do at this point and then on to KS4 drama. Look at characterization and vocal and physical skills which help develop naturalistic characters and how these then go on to impact the audience and create a mood and atmosphere on stage (7.2)
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
Summative assessment at the end of the project- marking performance. Feedback with teacher grading

	HT 5 and HT6
	Theatre in Education- This unit will allow students to look at Theatre in Education for the first time aimed at a younger year group- possibly year 6 students coming up to JFC next year or can be of a younger primary age. They will look at the different characteristics a TIE performance needs to have to engage students of this age. This should be an informative piece of theatre looking at an issue or a concept which students need to understand. This will challenge them and the way they act and perform to keep attention of a younger audience
In future units, students will learn to use physicality effectively in performance and will have a brief understanding of TIE. This unit will allow students a different side to their acting to engage a younger audience and allow them to gain confidence by performing to students younger than themselves and not just their peers- if possible could be performed to primary schools of year 6 groups attending JFC on induction days to alleviate some worries about school life at JFC
	Assessment point- Mid way through Formative assessment- Peer feedback and Teacher feedback
